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Honey-Voiced Jane Monheit to perform at the Wisconsin Union Theater as part of the Isthmus Jazz Series

Jane Monheit will perform at the Wisconsin Union Theater on Friday, October 23rd at 8:00 pm as the premier event of the Isthmus Jazz Series. Monheit’s critically acclaimed career began at age 20 when she was the first runner-up in the 1998 Thelonius Monk Institute vocal competition. Since then Monheit has released seven CDs and collaborated with artists such as Michael Bublé, Ivan Lins, Terence Blanchard and Tom Harrell. She has received several Grammy nominations for her recordings.

Now firmly established as one of the post-millennial jazz world’s foremost vocalists, the honey-voiced chanteuse sang in the movie "Sky Captain and The World of Tomorrow," and has been a featured performer in the nationally televised Christmas at the White House, the Capitol Fourth of July Celebration, and The National Memorial Day Celebration, among others.
Monheit’s new CD, The Lovers, The Dreamers, and Me mixes a blend of world music with her jazz roots. “I’m a jazz singer, but I love musical theater, vocal divas, and Brazilian music.  But jazz is at the center of everything I do,” says Monheit. Her CD includes an array of covers of songs by Corinne Bailey Rae, Fiona Apple, Paul Simon, and Bonnie Raitt.
