Duncan Sheik, singer-songwriter and composer of Spring Awakening, will perform at the Wisconsin Union Theater on Thursday, March 5th at 8:00 PM. Spring Awakening, the winner of eight Tony Awards including Best Musical in 2007, is the hottest musical sensation on Broadway today. Sheik’s performance will feature a section of Spring Awakening songs as well as songs from his new musical, Whisper House, and some of the hits from his pop catalog. Sheik’s 1996 hit “Barely Breathin,” spent 55 weeks on Billboard's Hot 100. He won the 2008 Grammy for Spring Awakening for Best Musical Show Album. His latest album, Whisper House, debuted in January 2009. 
Spring Awakening is a modern rock musical adapted from an 1891 play by Frank Wedekind, a German playwright renowned as one of the original expressionists. Very controversial for its time, it was banned from the stage for over 100 years. In the early 21st century, Spring Awakening came back kicking and screaming, telling stories of love, lust and trust. The New York Post calls it “A jolt of sudden genius – a ground-breaking must-see musical sure to wake up Broadway!”  The original Spring Awakening cast member Lauren Pritchard will open the show and perform with the group. Only 21 years old, Pritchard got her career start when she was cast as Ilse in the Off-Broadway cast of Spring Awakening. She moved with the show when it debuted on Broadway, and left in February 2008 to record a solo album, due out February 2009.
