Dervish’s first album, The Boys of Sligo, debuted in 1989, won widespread critical acclaim and was described as “a landmark Irish traditional album.” Its second album reached number one in the Irish Folk Music Charts and World/Roots music charts internationally and stayed on top for several months cementing Dervish’s status as the pre-eminent Irish traditional band.
With four of the original band members still together, Dervish is now more in demand than ever. Their success has taken them to every corner of the globe and has allowed them to share the stage with some of the most respected acts of modern time. Dervish is accompanied on this tour by Dennis Cahill, a master guitarist born to Irish parents, and Martin Hayes whose unique fiddle playing has been acknowledged as a major breakthrough in the Irish music tradition.
