Emerson String Quartet, “America’s greatest quartet,” returns to the Wisconsin Union Theater 

Emerson String Quartet will perform at the Wisconsin Union Theater on Friday, January 22, 2010 at 8:00 pm. Tickets for the performance start at $18 for the general public. Eight time Grammy award winner, the Emerson String Quartet is returning to the Wisconsin Union Theater for the fifth time, to present the annual Fan Taylor Concert. Taylor, who died last year, was the theater’s long-time director and founder of the national Arts Presenters organization. Concert selections will include Quartet No. 1, “A Revival Service,” by Charles Ives, Quartet in E-flat Major, Op. 51 by Antonin Dvorak, and Quartet in E-flat Major, Op. 127 by Ludwig van Beethoven.
Taking its name from author Ralph Waldo Emerson, it has been hailed as “America’s greatest quartet” by TIME magazine. For the past 30 years it has “represented nothing less than the gold standard of chamber music,” according to San Diego Arts. The quartet’s 2009-2010 tour includes ninety shows worldwide, many of them already sold out.
