Eroica Trio brings two nights of classical delight to the Wisconsin Union Theater

Eroica Trio will perform at the Wisconsin Union Theater on Thursday, March 11 at 8 p.m and again with the UW-Madison Chamber Orchestra on March 13 at 8 p.m. Tickets for the recital start at $18. Proclaimed as the world’s top all-female chamber music trio, this Grammy-nominated supergroup is made up by pianist Erika Nickrenz, violinist Susie Park, and cellist Sara Sant Ambrogio. The three have played together since 1997. Eroica Trio has released eight recordings, spanning genres from Baroque music to Piazzolla's tangos to, of course, Beethoven, from whose “Eroica Symphony” the trio took its name.
For their recital at the Wisconsin Union Theater, Eroica Trio will perform Ludwig van Beethoven, Piano Trio in C minor, Op. 1/3, Joan Tower, Trio for Daniel (2004), and Antonin Dvorak, Piano Trio No. 4 in E minor ("Dumky"), B. 166 (Op. 90).

Eroica Trio believes it is important to work with young classical performers like the members of the UW-Madison Chamber Orchestra. For their performance together they will perform 
The Good Humored Ladies by Domenico Scarlatti (Tommasini), Concerto for Piano, Violin and Violoncello, op. 56 by Ludwig van Beethoven, and Symphony No. 3, “The Camp Meeting,” by Charles Ives.
