Susan Kepecs Previews Alonzo King’s LINES Ballet’s Upcoming Performance at the Wisconsin Union Theater


“It’s my top ticket pick this season,” declares long-time dance critic Susan Kepecs in a preview of Alonzo King’s LINES Ballet, available on the Wisconsin Union Theater’s website. 

Following its phenomenal performance in 2005, Alonzo King’s LINES Ballet returns to the Wisconsin Union Theater on Saturday, February 6, 2010 at 8:00 pm. General admission tickets for the performance are $18, $33 and $38. Up to two youth (6-18 years old) tickets may be bought for $12 with the purchase of an adult ticket. I.D.’S will be checked. As always, UW-Student tickets are only $10! “We see very little upper echelon ballet in this town,” says Kepecs, who interviewed multi-award winner Alonzo King for this piece, but what LINES does is “seamless, and it’s unequivocally ballet.”
In the piece, King discusses his (very) multicultural vision and farsighted views of the origins and future of ballet and dance in general. 

LINES will be performing Signs and Wonders, created in 1995 and set to African music, and Dust and Light, premiered in 2009 and set to the music of Corelli and Poulenc. The latter dance is described by LINES Ballet as one in which “Each body is replete with radiant potential, as if the stage were filled with a dozen moons or perhaps with a dozen suns, since, as Alonzo King says, a tendu isn't just the straightening of the leg but a ray of light radiating from the sun.”
