Bossa Nova and Brazilian Jazz Greats Souza, Baptista and Lubambo to Perform in Wisconsin Union Theater

Luciana Souza’s “airy, unstrained alto, surrounded by [Romero] Lubambo’s gorgeous phrasing and [Cyro] Baptista’s luscious muted drumwork, was stunning, declared the Boston Herald in its review of the show that will grace the Wisconsin Union Theater’s stage on Friday, February 12, at 8 pm as part of the Isthmus Jazz Series. Daughter of poet Tereza Souza and singer-composer-guitarist Walter Santos, Souza grew up in São Paulo, where she started her career at the age of three, recording jingles for commercials. She has been nominated four times for a Grammy Award as best jazz vocalist, most recently for her latest album, Tide. Souza has appeared and recorded with renowned jazz musicians and composers of new music, including Danilo Perez, Hermeto Pascoal, Romero Lubambo, Maria Schneider, Kenny Werner, John Patitucci, Herbie Hancock, and Osvaldo Golijov. Since 2004, she has been the Jazz Artist in Residence with the San Francisco Performances.

Souza will be joined by Brazilian percussionist and composer Cyro Baptista, who has worked with Caetano Veloso, Herbie Hancock, Yo Yo Ma, Brian Eno and many others, including Phish’s Trey Anastasio. Time Out New York says that Baptista is “The man the stars call when they want that otherworldly flavor in the mix.” Boston Herald adds that “using everything from a saw and shakers to whistles, hand drums and the stringed berimbau, Baptista was a jolly dervish of rhythm, happily dropping in unexpected sounds that managed to further inspire Souza and Lubambo.”
Brazilian guitar great Romero Lubambo has performed with and composed for many of today’s leading artists, including Yo-Yo Ma, Astrud Gilberto, Dianne Reeves, Paquito D’Rivera, Harry Belafonte, and many others.
