Marc Bamuthi Joseph Brings “the break/s” Back to the Wisconsin Union Theater

Marc Bamuthi Joseph will perform at the Wisconsin Union Theater on Saturday, April 24th at 8 p.m. General public tickets for the performance are $28. As always, UW-Student tickets are only $10! Internationally-renowned spoken-word artist and dancer Marc Bamuthi Joseph brings back his engaging, thought-provoking performance “The Break/s: a mixtape for the stage.” This performance was created during Joseph’s residency with the UW-Madison Arts Institute.
In this performance, Joseph takes the audience on a trip through space and time to bring key moments of his and hip-hop's life together. “The break/s” combines Joseph’s skilled delivery of poetry with an eclectic mix of lights, video, live hip-hop (from turntables to a human beatbox) and dance (from ballet to breakdancing).  The San Francisco Bay Guardian dubs this performance “sharp, elegant and always urgent verse,” blended with what The New York Times raves is a work “gloriously eloquent in its physicality”.  
Joseph is one of America's leading voices in performance, arts education, and artistic curating. In the Fall of 2007, Bamuthi graced the cover of Smithsonian Magazine after being named one of America's Top Young Innovators in the Arts and Sciences. He is the artistic director of the seven-part HBO documentary "Russell Simmons presents Brave New Voices" and an inaugural recipient of the United States Artists Rockefeller Fellowship, which annually recognizes 50 of the country's "greatest living artists.”
