A legendary American folk singer, songwriter and activist, Joan Baez has been a musical force of nature for over 50 years. Her music has served as the soundtrack of many social movements –she marched on the frontline of the civil rights movement with Martin Luther King Jr., inspired Vaclav Havel in his fight for a Czech Republic, sang on the first Amnesty International tour and, more recently, stood alongside Nelson Mandela when the world celebrated his 90th birthday in London's Hyde Park. She brought the Free Speech Movement into the spotlight, took to the fields with Cesar Chavez, organized resistance to the war in Southeast Asia, and forty years later saluted the Dixie Chicks for their courage to protest war.

In 2007, at the 49th annual Grammy Awards, Baez received the highly prestigious Lifetime Achievement Award, the greatest honor that the Recording Academy can bestow.

In celebration of Homecoming, fireworks will be launched from Alumni Pier at approximately 7:45pm on the night of the show. The theater invites patrons to arrive early and enjoy the fireworks and a beverage on the Terrace or in the Rathskeller before the concert begins.
