The Wisconsin Union Directorate Performing Arts Committee presents the 20th Annual Marcia Légère Student Play Festival, Saturday, February 26th at 7:00pm and Sunday, February 27th at 3:00 pm in the Union’s intimate Fredric March Play Circle, 2nd floor, Memorial Union. UW Madison student directors and actors will stage at each of these performances three student-written, one-act plays. The event is free.

The festival will showcase the creativity of three UW-Madison writers.  Their works were chosen from 20 plays submitted to the Performing Arts Committee’s annual playwriting competition. 

The Final Frontiersman, written by Casey Frink, is a campy science fiction spoof about a poorly designed space shuttle, it’s crazy yet well-meaning inhabitants, and the final hours before the ship breaks down completely. Erin Bannen's Jar Full of Feathers is a nursing home comedy in which a disgruntled volunteer's beliefs about how to live are hilariously challenged by an eccentric old man. In Kaley Ingenito's Murder at Bates Manor, Detective Jack Pierce must wade through the secrets and lies of those closest to Maxwell Bates in order to discover his murderer.

Todd Bachman started the Play Festival in 1992 as an alternative theater venue for students.  Since 1998, the play festival has been funded by Marcia Légère Binns, who, as a student playwright in the 1940s, had her play performed in the Wisconsin Union Theater.

The Wisconsin Union Directorate is the student programming board for the Wisconsin Union.  The Performing Arts Committee presents over 30 events each year including jazz, world stage and classical concerts, dance recitals, and theatrical productions.
