Denk, who played at the Wisconsin Union Theater in 2007 together with Joshua Bell, is “an accomplished and adventurous pianist with boundless enthusiasm and stamina” (The New York Times). He has won the Juilliard Piano Debut Award and the Avery Fisher Career Grant, and has appeared as a soloist with Philadelphia Orchestra, the St. Louis Symphony, the Houston Symphony, the San Francisco Symphony, the Atlanta Symphony, the Orpheus Chamber Orchestra and many others. His repertoire ranges from the standard works of the 18th and 19th centuries to 20th century masters such as Ives, Ligeti, Lutoslawski and Messiaen, and further to new works by today’s leading composers. During his Madison performance, he will play Ives’ Sonata No. 1 and Bach’s entire Goldberg Variations. 
In addition to a substantial musical career, Jeremy Denk broke into the blogging scene in 2005. His blog, Think Denk , ranges from poetic ruminations on summer to hilarious childhood music memories to witty discussions about classical music, screen shots of the score included.
