The Quartet was recently awarded their second BBC Music Magazine Chamber Award for a superb recording of Haydn’s String Quartets. The program will feature one of these pieces, the Hayden Quartet in F-Minor, Op. 20, No. 5, as well as Debussy’s String Quartet and the Quartet in C-Minor, Op. 51, No. 1 by Brahms. 

One of the most dynamic and exciting quartets performing in major venues today, the Jerusalem String Quartet plays with “impeccable phrasing and intonation” that reflects their cohesive ensemble playing, according to the Observer. The quartet is "one of the most exciting string quartets to emerge for many years, its members' outstanding technical accomplishment and musical insight belying their youth," according to the British Strad magazine, which adds, “superlatives are inadequate in describing just how fine this playing was from one of the young, yet great quartets of our time." 
The quartet has performed in major concert halls in Europe such as Wigmore Hall, the Palais des Beaus Arts in Brussels, the Herkulessal in Munich and the Tonhalle in Zurich. With a growing reputation, the group has performed in New York, Los Angeles, Philadelphia and Chicago. This is the Quartet’s only performance in the mid-west this tour.
