It's no wonder that Winston Churchill wrote that he felt delirious, "as if I had sailed with Long John Silver and first gazed on Treasure Island" as he approached Havana, Cuba, the island of revolution and seduction. The island-nation is stunningly beautiful, filled with colorful towns and a depth of history unique in the Americas.
In Havana, walk along the Malecón, Havana's famous, crescent shaped boulevard. At the end of the Malecon lie the hotels and casinos built by the mafia in the 1940s and 50s. Spend time admiring the magnificence of these buildings, but don't forget to check out the many plazas scattered throughout the city. On Saturdays, wander through the open air markets that fill the plazas with homemade arts, delicious foods, and books.
From Havana, continue on to Pinar del Rio, home of the world's finest tobacco fields, and from there, journey to the beaches of Matanzas and the Bay of Pigs. Finish your journey in Santiago, a trove of cultural and artistic life. Experience the mash of Spanish, African, and French cultures as you dance the traditional guanguanco and son dances. Explore the streets that were home to musician Ibrahim Ferrer, the Buena Vista Social Club, and poet Jose Maria Heredia.
