Vocal Play Group Naturally 7 to Perform at the Wisconsin Union Theater

Naturally 7, the fist vocal play group ever, will perform at the Wisconsin Union Theater on Saturday, February 5th, 2011 at 8pm. General public tickets are $34/30/20. With their rich harmonies, an unbelievable ability to replicate instruments, and a stage presence that can be felt in every seat of the house, the members of Naturally 7 charm fans wherever they perform.
Naturally 7’s unique “vocal play” performance style features each member of the ensemble using the human voice in order to recreate an instrumental sound. There are no actual drums, guitars, horns, flutes, or any other “instrument” heard when listening to them perform; rather, the band members each play their vocal instruments. Vocal play, according to Naturally 7, is singing as instruments and becoming an instrument with the voice.
This style has garnered much praise and notice. As Jonathan Perry of the Boston Globe reports, Naturally 7 “delivered a jaw-dropping vocal symposium. To call them an a cappella group would be a gross understatement, for they performed songs with trumpets, electric guitars, bass, cello, harmonica, a full drum kit, and more — using only their voices. It was like a striking optical illusion, only aural.”
The band has recorded four albums – “Non Fiction” (2000) the aptly titled “What Is It” (2003), “Christmas …It’s A Love Story” (2004) and “Ready II Fly” (2006).  The latter contains the YouTube-hit “Feel It (In the Air Tonight”). Naturally 7’s now famous Paris subway performance of the song has received over five million hits on YouTube. The song turned into a Top 3-chart-success in France, Belgium and South Africa and made the single charts in other European countries. Their phenomenal talent, coupled with a live show that many consider to be one of the best in the world, are not to be missed.
