Savion Glover taps his way into the Wisconsin Union Theater
Last seen on the silver screen as the tap dancing penguin from Happy Feet, critics regard Savion Glover as one of the foremost tap dancers in the world. Savion Glover is performing at the Wisconsin Union Theater on November 8th, 2008 at 8 p.m. Tickets are $42, $36, and $18 for the general public, $40 and $34 for WAA members, Union members, UW faculty and staff, and non-UW students. After making his Broadway debut as the title character in The Tap Dance Kid at the age of 12, Glover has danced his way through many films, concert stages throughout the world, and television programs, including Dancing with the Stars. 
In 1996, he won the Tony Award for his dancing and choreography of the Broadway sensation, Bring In Da Noize, Bring In Da Funk. Glover went on to receive a National Endowment for the Arts grant for choreography, making him the youngest person in history to receive this high honor.
Star of Spike Lee’s feature film, “Bamboozled,” Glover describes his style as “young funk” and has dedicated his career to keeping the unique style of tap dance alive.
