Drawing from Southern shape-note books and spiritual hymns, Anonymous 4 will sing pieces in three-part harmonization - as they were originally written - and gospel hymns in their original vocal setting. Among many others, their songs include historically significant pieces such as  ‘Shall We Gather by the River,’ ‘Gloryland,’ and ‘Wayfaring Stranger.’ 

For two consecutive years (2004 and 2005), Anonymous 4 was voted one of Billboard's Top Classical Artists of the Year. Their world-renowned recordings have sold nearly two million copies across the globe. Their 2006 album, Gloryland, featuring Darol Anger on fiddles and mandolins and Mike Marshall on mandolins and guitar, won a Gramophone Editor's Choice Award.
