In this intriguing installment, listeners will meet four composers who capture the essence of the region. Strauss was a German composer most well known for his tone poems, operas and waltzes. Dvorák was a Czech composer of romantic music, who utilized folk music of his native Bohemia and Moravia in his music. Considered to be one of the greatest composers of the 20th century, Bartók was also one of the founders of the field of ethnomusicology. Hungarian composer Liszt was also a world-renowned pianist.
Austria-Hungary has been home to stunning music, theater and opera. Modern day Vienna remains a cultural cornerstone with its many opera houses, intricate architecture and vast museums.
