Roy Haynes, the festival’s star, has played with Louis Armstrong, John Coltrane, Miles Davis, Charlie Parker and Dizzy Gillespie. At 81, he is a jazz legend. With "Snap Crackle"  for his nickname, Haynes is known for a highly expressive, personal style and the wide range of styles he plays, ranging from swing and bebop to jazz fusion and avant-garde jazz.
Along with Haynes, Isthmus Jazz Festival will showcase musicians who capture the versatility of jazz throughout the ages. Artists include Typhanie Monique and Neal Alger, who will spice up Friday evening with jazz fused with R&B/soul.
