The Sahel (from the Arabic word for shore) is the border region between Africa’s northern Sahara Desert region, and southern, more fertile region. Today, the region includes the countries of Senegal, Mauritania, Mali, Burkina Faso, Niger, Nigeria, Chad, Sudan and Eritrea. Many animals are native to this region, including the giraffe, lion, cheetah, the dama gazelle, the Senegal Gerbil and the African Wild Dog. The film travels through Senegal and the infamous Goree Island, through Mali, along the Niger River and through many other areas of fascination.
